o History — We are learning about The Mayans! There is a powerpoint to work through with an
activity at the end as well as some suggested extras if you are feeling up to it.

¢ RE - We are learning about the 5 Pillars of Islam. There is a powerpoint to work through with an
activity to complete at the end.
