Don’t forget, you can write about anything at any time if you
are feeling inspired!

o Computing — We are continuing to look at ‘Text Adventures’ this half term. | have uploaded the
instructions for the whole scheme of work and | would like you to continue where you left off on
Week 1 this week. All the resources you need have been set as 2dos.

e Music — | have uploaded the link to the Love Music Trust Key Stage 2 lessons. You can work
through just one or all of the lessons, however you like. | think this would be a really good activity
to do with other people at home, especially if you have siblings who are also in Key Stage 2!
