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	We will be greeted at the beginning of each session by our Keyworker and will begin to respond. 

We will join our key groups activities and will be supported to speak to our Keyworker and friends during small group activities.
 
We will sit on the carpet for short circle times as a group and will be supported and encouraged to talk about ourselves, our home, our environment and our learning. 

During welly walks we will learn new vocabulary about the environment, colours and weather and use what we see to answer ‘what’ questions.






We will learn the good morning/good afternoon song, and the goodbye song, along with Makaton signs.
	We will be greeted by the Nursery Teacher and will be encouraged to return a verbal greeting as we enter Nursery. 

We will sit with our peers at circle times. We will begin to listen to each other and  will begin to learn how to contribute by sharing our ideas and experiences. 

We will respond to simple instructions as we follow the nursery routine, for example put the cars away. Put the jug on the shelf.

We will learn new words through experiencing a wide and rich vocabulary linked to our areas of learning; as outlined in the school vocabulary overview and through direct teaching of specific vocabulary.  

We will learn the Makaton signs for more, toast, milk, water during snack time.

	We will share our Christmas news and say what we are thankful for.  This will help us to recap, overlearn and build on the vocabulary that we have learned. 

We will have lots of opportunities each day to take part in discussions in large and small groups and one to one. We will be encouraged and supported to recall and share our ideas and emotions.

We will learn and practise the use of prepositions such as ‘under’, ‘on top’ as we explore ways of helping the Gingerbread Man to cross the river and experiment with making bridges. 

We will begin to use language to talk about our feelings, experiences and thoughts, using longer sentences.





We will learn Nursery Rhymes and will begin to sign along. 
	We will practise saying our names, using syllable clapping and rhyming activities.

As we engage in regular group and one to one discussion, we will begin to understand and use ‘who’, ‘what’ when’ and ‘how’ questions.

Within group discussions and exciting activities, we will be supported to use tenses such as I went to the park, I planted the seed, the seed will grow when we talk about our experiences. 

We will use our class scrap books to help us to recall and retell particular events in order. ‘The chocolate melted in the bowl’ 
‘My Mummy came for tea’

We will practise using our voice in different ways as introduced by our phase one phonics learning. 

	We will learn to retell the story of the Little Red Hen. Our role play area will offer lots of opportunity to use the vocabulary that we have learned through our story telling activities.

Through specific leaning activities and within our learning environment we will learn and use vocabulary linked to spatial concepts, for example using "behind" or "next to" ‘through’ and ‘over’ whilst making obstacle courses. 

Through discussion during specific learning opportunities across the year, we will begin to understand that we use objects and tools for specific purposes. We will focus on this learning and will build upon our knowledge through our work around ‘helping’ this half term. 

We will use talk to pretend ‘this box is my boat’ when we role play stories such as ‘Who Sunk the Boat’
	Through the Old MacDonald song and story, we will learn new vocabulary linked to farms and animals. 

This will support and build upon the vocabulary that we use on our farm visit. It will also support our play and learning within our environment, for example small world farm play.
It will also give us the vocabulary that we need to group and categorise animals.

We will have fun using our voices in different ways as we sing the song and join in with the repetitive story. 

Through the story of The Very Hungry Caterpillar, we will learn lots of new vocabulary linked to life cycles, fruits, size and time. We will also learn to answer why questions such as “Why do you think the caterpillar got so fat?”







	Throughout the year we will all be encouraged and supported to take part in activities which involve communicating with our teachers and peers.  Our teachers will know how to support us to do this and will know when to do so. 
We will be offered a wide range of good quality books and props such as puppets, to support children to use the story language that they hear.
We will engage in phase one phonics activities each day; when we will learn about listening, environmental sounds, musical instrument play, syllable clapping, pattern making, voice sound play, rhyme and alliteration.

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	Our keyworkers will support us to transition into Nursery and will work with us in our Key group to help us to feel safe and to meet our peers, so that we can share interests and play activities. 

We will be shown how to take off our coats and put them onto our pegs and to pop our lunch bags in the box. 

We will begin to sit for snack with a small group and to choose milk or water and a snack. I will be supported to pour my water or milk from a jug to a cup.  

We will be reminded to go to the toilet and to wash our hands during Nursery routines.  We will be supported according to our ability. 

We will have access to a range of age appropriate resources within an enabling environment and will be encouraged to choose what we would like to do. 

We will learn about rules and why we need them and will use our learning to write our Class Charter. This will help us to make sure we all feel safe and can access to our learning as is our right.  
	We will come into Nursery to meet my keyworker and group and will engage in group activities with some guidance. 
This will help us to build relationships and to show affection and concern for people.

Through learning to follow the Nursery routines, we will take off our coat and will hang it on our peg along with our bag.  This will help to build my confidence and self-esteem. We will learn how to put on our own coats with encouragement from a grown-up; using the 1,2,3, upside down method!

We will begin to understand and follow the Nursery routines. 
We will begin to understand when it is our colour group snack time and will wash my hands in preparation. 

Whilst developing this independence, I will be taught and become confident to ask adults for help when I need to.

We will go on a very exciting trip on a coach to the soft play centre with my grown-ups. This might be a new experience for me to visit an unfamiliar place.

 
	Mental Health week. 
We will use the story 
‘Our Class Family’ to explore 
Connectedness. This will help me to become confident to talk to my peers about my home and community.

We will use what we learn to help us to play in a group, where we can extend and elaborate on our play ideas, e.g. building up a role-play activity with other children.

At snack time we will learn to come to the snack table having washed our hands and will choose a cup and plate in preparation for snack.  We will continue to practise pouring our drink from the jug to the cup and taking a piece of toast or fruit and to put it on our plates.


Through the story of The Invisible String, we will think about our emotions and feelings and begin to use some words to describe these. We will also begin to think about the feelings of others and the things that we could do in response to these.  

	We will use the story This is Our House by Michael Rosen, to explore how we are the same and different to our peers; to consider our strengths and talents and to talk about inclusion and acceptance.  

We will learn about the importance of valuing ourselves and others and about working with a peer and as part of a small group. 

We will support our peers and less experienced members of our group when they come to nursery. 
We will do this at snack time by making sure we all have a cup and plate. 
We will work as a team to ensure that the table is cleared and ready for the next group to enjoy their snack. 

	Through the story of The Little Red Hen, we will learn about helping others. We will explore empathy and concern for others to help us to work with a peer or group. We will work together to bake bread.

We will learn about the importance of using friendly and helpful behaviours toward our peers through initiating conversations and offering invitations to play. We will begin to develop good relationships with peers and familiar adults.

We will talk about jobs and tasks as we learn about people’s roles in our community. We will think about our own responsibilities within our Nursery environment. We will all have a part to play as we bake bread and plant our seeds and plants and also as we care for our peers and our environment. 

 We will think about the role of our male carers and will find ways to thank them, to include a celebration stay and play session. 
	We will begin to think about our transition to Reception Class. 

We will visit our Reception class to help us to become confident in our new surroundings. 
We will discuss our move to Reception class and will be encouraged to ask questions and talk about our feelings about the transition.

Through our transition experience, we will begin to understand social expectations and will start to realise that we need to behave differently according to our environment. 

Using a range of equipment, we will try new experiences and will learn to stay safe as we take risks during play. 

We will plan and follow a route to the park. We will have to be very sensible and to think about staying safe near the roads and when crossing roads. We will learn to pass people and animals safely.

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	We will used knives to chop up our vegetables for our Pumpkin soup. 
We will begin to use a range of mark making tools.

We will practise our hand-eye co-ordination as we hammer golf tees into pumpkins. 

We will learn to pour our water or milk from a jug to a cup.  

We will use large sweeping brushes to brush away the leaves. This will support our gross motor and fine motor skills.
	We will learn about our body parts through songs such as ‘Heads, Shoulders, knees and Toes’ and ‘Tommy Thumb’ and the ‘Bones Song’ 

We will continue to practise dressing with increased independence and will be encouraged to fasten our own Velcro fastenings. We will be encouraged to finish fastening our zips, once an adult has helped us to get started. 

we will begin to learn to change from wellies to shoes and back again. 


	As we think about the escapades of the Gingerbread Man we will build obstacle courses and bridges to support our gross and fine motor skills. 

We will continue to practise our dressing and undressing skills and will begin to independently fasten our coats. 
[image: ]The Dentist will visit us to teach us and our grown ups about dental hygiene. We will learn how to clean our teeth and will be able to register with a local dental practice.



We will make cards for our grown ups and will use a range of tools such as hole punch, scissors and split pins.  


	We will be focusing on our fine motor skills as we use tools to cut cress and salad and to butter our bread to make sandwiches for our tea party for Mothers.

We will work together in the garden, to dig and plant seeds, plants and trees. 
We will continue to develop our self-help skills in relation to dressing and undressing and changing from shoes to wellies and back again. We will begin to fasten large buttons.
	During our bread making and Little Red Hen activities, we will be using tools such as rotary grinders and pestle and mortars to grind corn. 
We will use our skills to roll, cut and knead bread dough and will also revisit our cutting and buttering skills as we prepare to taste our home-made bread.

We will be able to put on our coat and fasten it up and to put our shoes on the right feet and to fasten them (Velcro) 
	We will continue to engage in daily fine motor activities to support the development of our pencil grasp and wrist pivots.

We will enhance the development of our gross motor skills as we practise sports for our Nursery sports day. 

	We will engage in a daily carousel of activities that support fine motor development. For example; squeezing activities, such as tennis ball buddies, bulldog clipping, squirty bottles and using scissors to cut soft resources such as spaghetti or playdough. To support pinching skills, which help children to zip up coats, opening tins and packets and use tools such as cutlery and writing implements, we will use activities such as Geo boards, peg work, shelling peas and other focused activities.  We will also practise activities that support our ‘twisting’ development, such as nuts and bolts, wind up toys, spinning tops and locks and keys. 
To support the development of hand-eye co-ordination, we will enjoy activities such as hammering, threading, peg boards, sewing and using small pots to fill and empty.   These skills are also supported throughout all areas of the Nursery environment.
We will be able to play with playdough throughout the year and will be introduced to a range of real tools and cutters along the way. The playdough will change in consistency over the year to provide us with increased resistance and further challenge our development. 
We will experience an array of outdoor activities and equipment that will support the development of our core muscles and the muscles in our shoulders, back,, neck, arm, wrist and hand. These activities will also support us to cross the midline and to develop effective shoulder, elbow and wrist pivots which will underpin our fine motor skills including writing skills.  
Gross motor development also helps us to develop spatial awareness; to move effectively within a given space.  An essential part of this movement is being able to maintain balance whilst still and during motion.

We will enjoy hearing and joining in with the repetitive element of the story. 

To help us to start to recognise our names and  to make marks to represent ourselves and our names, we will have our own coat pegs, trays, registration cards and also name cards in the writing area, which have our photo and names on them. 

We will learn to label our work and will be encouraged to ascribe meaning to marks that we make. 

We will enjoy phonics activities which will involve listening to and making sounds with our bodies and everyday objects.

On our welly walks we will focus on listening to environmental sounds. 

We will practise and develop our story telling and acting skills through regular Helicopter Story sessions.

	The Nativity Story.

Story Map the story and add actions. Use this to inform and plan the performance of the Nativity for our Grown-ups. 

We will continue to practise our name writing and will use our skills to write Christmas cards to our friends and family and to make our Christmas wishes list. 

We will visit the Children’s Centre and will register to use the Library.
We will visit the library weekly visits – parents welcome

We will enjoy daily phonics sessions where we will listen to and experiment sounds using musical instruments.

Books made by the children to capture and display photographs and comments during trips, visits and special events. 

	The Gingerbread Man.
Story Map the Gingerbread Man and make up actions. 
Join in with retelling the story/repetitive phrases according to ability. 

We will write Thank you letters to our family and friends to say thank you for something they have done for us; Christmas thankyous. 

We will create our own characters and story books and will use the large paper roll on the floor to create our own maps. 

Our daily phonics sessions will focus on Rhyme and alliteration. We will have fun playing with rhyme and alliteration within our play and learning environments throughout the year.

We will talk about and create a list of things that we need to grow a seed; We will grow cress 

My Mum is Fantastic.
We will write invites to our important ladies to invite them for an afternoon tea to celebrate Mother’s Day. 


Our daily phonic sessions will focus on voice sounds; we will explore, practise and play with our voices to make different sounds during the session and throughout the year. 


	The Little Red Hen. 
We will create a Story Map which will help us to retell the story; we will add actions to the story as we retell it. 

We will create a role-play area which will support us to retell the story and include the narrative in our play.

We will use our ‘full’ name cards to support us to begin to recognise our surname too. 

As we explore initial sounds, we will begin to look at the Little Wandle grapheme cards that represent the sounds we hear, as we feel ready and keen. 

We will focus on the initial sounds during our daily phase one phonics sessions, through a range of fun and engaging activities. We will continue to embed these skills within our environment throughout the year alongside our other phase one skills and knowledge 
	The Very Hungry Caterpillar by Eric Carle
We will enjoy the story of the Very Hungry Caterpillar. We will use props such as real fruits to help us to retell the story.

We will have our own class caterpillars that we can watch as they transform into butterflies.
We will make a class timeline to mark the changes to the caterpillars as they transform. 

We will make our own pictures to add to the timeline. 
Some of us might make a book about the lifecycle of the caterpillar. 


Our daily phase one phonics sessions will support our oral blending and segmenting skills, also incorporating some phase two cvc words, through a range of exciting activities and within our rich and enabling environment. 

We will now have a strong foundation on which to build our Phase 2 phonics learning in Reception class.

	[image: ]All children registered with the Children’s Centre and regular information about activities such as Stay and Play sessions and targeted groups such as 
SALT and SEN groups there, is shared with families.        
We will make weekly visits to the Children’s Centre Library to return and borrow books; Parents invited. 
We will engage in a daily carousel of activities to support fine motor development; pencil control.
Throughout our time in Nursery we have planned opportunities to share stories and non-fiction texts to support our learning. We will engage in whole class story times where we listen to a story and in whole class opportunities to choose our own books, which we can read alone or share with our friends. We will also be able to choose to read books independently in the book corner and all other areas of the Nursery. 
We will learn concepts about print; how to handle books; holding them the right way up, turning pages carefully, one at a time and to look from left to right. We will also learn about Authors and Illustrators. We will learn to see ourselves as Authors, Illustrators and Readers, as we write, draw and ‘read’ our picture books. 
We will have sessional rhyme and poem time and will also learn number songs and group songs such as The Farmers in his Den and Here We Go Round the Mulberry Bush. We will leave Nursery with an extensive bank of poems, rhymes and songs.

	Mathematics
Number.
Numerical Patterns.

	As we spend time getting to know each other, be will start to think about maths that we can relate to; for example, our age, how tall we are in relation to others, how many siblings we have and how many of each body part we have. 
We will talk about our favourite songs and learn and join in with number songs and rhymes, such as 1,2,3,4,5 and Five cheeky monkeys and two little dickie birds. 

We will explore how we look in relation to others and notice same. 
Within our Nursery environment we will begin to notice things that are the same and will explore how things can be sorted. 

We will practise rote counting as we line up at transition times, sit together for snack, join group activities, check if we have enough or too many resources to have ‘one each’ and work out what we need to do (how many) to make that right and much more.

As we explore our new environment, we will find lots of exciting ‘Maths’ equipment that we can use in our play, such as clocks, telephones, kitchen and bathroom scales, a variety of containers, pans, spoons, scoops, boxes, natural resources such as shells, conkers, sticks and lots more, that we can use to practise our mathematical thinking. 

	Whilst exploring our natural environment on our welly walks, we will be exploring our natural environment to see what we can see and how we see it; for example, birds in the sky and conkers on the ground. We will begin to notice that we can see how many objects there are in a small group (up to three) without counting (subitising)
We will focus on numbers to three.
 
Through the story of Goldilocks and the Three Bears, we will explore small, medium and large,  one to one correspondence to three and comparison and matching as we set up and work in the bears house roleplay. 

We will explore size, weight and pattern through the story of The Gigantic Turnip and through our winter celebrations. 

· We will talk about the properties of simple shapes and explore shapes within our environment; such as printing with shapes in the art and craft area and using informal mathematical language to talk about what we are doing and how within the construction areas. 

We will use a range of equipment such as beanbags and quiots to make up our own games. We will learn to use marks to record our scores on a chalk board. 


	Through stories such as Rosie’s walk, we will begin to learn about positional language and will learn to use words and phrases such as behind and in front of. 

We will recap 1, 2 and 3 and learn about 4, through stories like Pete the Cat’s Four Groovy Buttons and songs such as One Elephant Went Out to Play. 

We will use loose parts to practise fast recognition of up to 4 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising’).
We will talk about the counting rules (principles) as we practise our counting:
· One-To-One, Stable Order, Cardinal 
· Abstraction and order Irrelevance.

Our environment will be equipped with all of the equipment we need to encourage us to experiment with symbols, marks and numerals, during our play.

Using our home corner washing line, we will 
compare, sort and match socks and mittens.  


	Through the story of Jasper’s Beanstalk, we will learn the days of the week and talk about size as we discuss what happens to Jasper’s plant.
As we share the story This is Our House, we will engage in Den making with chairs, tape, string, different sized blankets, tarp and pegs; in doing so we will work collaboratively using our joint mathematical knowledge to solve problems as they arise. 
We will continue to embed our knowledge of 1, 2, 3 and 4 and will learn about 0 and 5. 

We will Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5 as we record scores in skittles and beanbag games and as we sort loose parts into jars. 

We will use a range of mathematical resources to represent number to 5 for example, dominoes, numicon, cubes, counters and five frames

Whilst working in the construction areas we will explore 2D and 3D shapes (for example, circles, rectangles, triangles and cuboids) using informal and mathematical language: ‘sides’, ‘corners’; ‘straight’, ‘flat’, ‘round’.

We will select appropriate shapes: flat surfaces for building, a triangular prism for a roof and will combine shapes to make new ones – an arch, a bigger triangle etc.

	We will read the story Who Sank the Boat and will use the sea-saw and the balance scales and a range of people and real objects to explore weight. 

Using a range of receptacles, pans, buckets, spoons and spades we will explore capacity within the sand pit and mud kitchen. 

During map making we will learn how to talk about position through words alone (without pointing or saying it’s there) for example, “The scissors are on the shelf, the children are on the carpet. We will also learn how to describe a familiar route from one end of the classroom or garden to the other. 
We will story map the story of The Little Red Hen and will recall and order the events in the story, using words such as first and then. 

We will talk about and identify the patterns around us, such as stripes and spots and other designs on a range of fabrics and clothes, walls and carpets, using informal language like ‘pointy’, ‘spotty’, ‘blobs’ to describe what we see.

We will begin to make our own patterns with our bodies; clap, pat, clap, pat. 

We will learn to make patterns using natural objects; stick, leaf, stick, leaf, and shapes and loose parts.

We will continue to embed our knowledge of 1, 2, 3 and 4 and will learn about 0 and 5. 
	We will revisit and consolidate our learning of the days of the week as we read The Very Hungry Caterpillar. 

We will learn to make colour and shape patterns as we make caterpillars and will be encouraged to spot and fix mistakes as they arise. 

We will talk about patterns of events and about our Nursery routines using vocabulary such as first, then, after, before, morning, afternoon and later. 

We will learn how to use timers to record physical actions during our sports day practise. 

We will learn about
1st 2nd and 3rd as we practise our running races and other challenges. 

We will continue to practise fast recognition of up to 5 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising’).
And will practice reciting numbers past 5.

We will use our knowledge of describing simple routes as we follow a route to the local park for a picnic. 

We will be supported to make comparisons between objects relating to size, length, weight and capacity throughout our play, through sustained shared thinking. 

We will continue to embed our knowledge of 0, 1, 2, 3 and 4 and 5, through teacher led sessions and throughout our routines and our learning environment.
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	Understanding the World

The Natural World.

People, Culture and Community

Past and Present.
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	Autumn; We will plan our Autumn learning by asking ourselves what do we know now? what do we want to find out? 

We will learn about seasonal changes to our environment through stories such as ‘Going on a Leaf Hunt’ by Steve Metzger and non-fiction books and through exploration of our outdoor areas, during weekly Welly Walks and spontaneous ‘let’s go and find out’ opportunities.  
We will take home an Autumn Treasure bag for us to fill on our Autumn walks with our grown-ups.

We will learn about Harvest and will visit our Nursery garden to harvest our vegetables. 
We will chop a range of seasonal vegetables and will roast and taste them.

We will read Pumpkin Soup by Helen Cooper and use our senses to explore pumpkins; scoop and carve pumpkins to make lanterns and to make and taste Pumpkin Soup. 

We will talk about ourselves and our families and about when we (and our grown-ups) were babies; how have we changed?

We will invite a real-life baby, a mummy and a HV to visit us to answer our questions about babies.

History through nursery rhymes- Hush a bye baby.

	Autumn; We will ask ourselves what did we learn? We will talk about our learning and share photographs and interesting findings, to help us to remember. 

We will continue to observe our environment for seasonal change during our Welly Walks and as enquiry arises. 

We will talk about hibernation and migration and will think of ways to help the animals and birds in Winter.

Celebrations;
We will learn about Diwali, Bonfire night and Christmas through fiction and non-fiction books such as Rama and Sita by Malachy Doyle and Little Glow by Katie Sahota

We will take a coach trip to visit Father Christmas.

We will learn about the birth of Jesus long ago, through the story of the Nativity. 


We will observe changes to the ingredients, as we melt, blend and bake  to make Christmas biscuits and bird feeders. 

We will learn about history through nursery rhymes – Wee Willie Winkie. 

	Winter. We will plan our Winter learning by asking ourselves What do we know? What do we want to find out? What did we learn?

As we notice the frosty and icy whether we will explore ice and learn about melting. 

Planting bulbs in the sensory garden

The Gingerbread man – why couldn’t he cross the river? What would happen if he tried to swim? Let’s find out.

We will bake Gingerbread Men to test out our theories and our bridges. 

We will invite our grown-ups to bring in family photographs so that we can look and talk about similarities and differences. We will make a photograph album so that we can revisit the photographs. 









	Spring; We will plan our Spring learning by asking ourselves What do we know? What do we want to learn about? 
Spring; We will ask ourselves What did we learn? We will recall and consolidate our learning with the help of photographs and artefacts during small group discussion.

	Summer; We will plan our Summer learning by asking ourselves What do we know? What do we want to find out?

Planting; tending our sensory garden
We will be looking at plants and flower seeds; seeds within dried bluebells and will help to spread the seeds. 


We will all work together to bake bread and will see the changes as we combine the ingredients and when the dough is left to prove.

We will think about the people who help us at school and in the community and will meet and ask questions of our cook, Site Manager and Principal to ask them a question. 

We will also be visited by our school PCSO and the Fire Service. 
We will find out what we need to do if we see a fire, like the one in the story of ‘The Scarecrows Wedding’ by Julia Donaldson

Father’s Day June 16th 24
 Our grown-ups will join us for our Father’s Day stay and play.  

We will learn about maps and will make a map of our classroom – where am I? vocabulary related to place/position (eg I am on the carpet.  Where are you?)

Following the story of ‘Who Sunk the Boat’, we will experiment with different objects and materials to explore floating and sinking. 
	Summer; What do we know now? What else do we want to find out? How could we find out?

We will explore the lifecycle of a butterfly by observing live caterpillars as they grow and transform into butterflies.

We will take a walk to the local park, to look for familiar places, objects of interest, markers and signs of Summer. Our grown-ups will join us and we will all enjoy a picnic and will play in the park. 

We will visit a farm with our grown-ups to look at the animals we have been learning about. 

We will learn about history through nursery rhymes – Mary had a little lamb.

We will continue our interest in maps, by making a map of our outside area.

We will do our own research to answer the question here do I live?
And will be able to say the number of my door and the name of my road.

We will use the sunshine to explore shadows and will use our favourite toys to draw around shadows.

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	We will experiment with coloured paint to create autumnal colours.
We will use paint to make prints with our hands and objects such as leaves and vegetables

We will use the loose parts and the Autumn treasure that we collect, to make transient Art.


We will learn a bank of songs/Nursery rhymes to perform during carpet sessions
	We will learn about and make transient Art with loose parts and natural resources such as rocks and sticks, inspired by local Artist James Brunt. 

We will earn about Artists and what they do and talk about ourselves as Artists.
We will make bird feeders and hang them in the garden.

We will use our cutting and collage skills to make Christmas Cards for our families. 

We will learn, practise and perform the Christmas Nativity with Christmas Carols for our Grown-ups.

We will explore percussion instruments and will learn to tap a simple rhythm so that we can play along to our Christmas Carols. 

	We will learn simple joining techniques to support us in the construction of bridges to help the Gingerbread Man cross the river.
We will use natural objects and vibrant coloured paper to create our own art based on story The Snowy Day. 

We will be encouraged to create simple representations of events, people and objects, using a variety of media. 


We will make up our own songs by changing the words to familiar songs and rhymes
	To raise awareness of Fairtrade, we will work together using collage to make a Fairtrade Poster, that will be displayed in school.
We will paint pictures of our important ladies, to decorate the classroom when they join us for afternoon tea. We will make and sign a card to thank our grown-ups for all of the things they do for us.

We will think about the shapes that we need to make and will choose particular colours to match features such as hair and eye colour. 

We will make 3D cards, using split pins to thank our grown ups for all they do.

We will learn the  song
‘You Are My Sunshine’ and will perform it at our Afternoon Tea.

We will use large boxes to make our own dens. We will add features to our dens using a range of materials and may have to make changes and moderations as we encounter different scenarios. 
	We will paint still life paintings inspired by Van Gogh’s Sunflowers and our seed planting work in our sensory garden. 

We will learn to make patterns to music with our bodies; clap, pat, clap, pat and will begin to make our own patterns. 

As we collect natural resources on our Welly Walks, we will make journey sticks and wind chimes using natural treasures.

We will make a life sized scarecrow like the one in ‘The Scarecrows Wedding’ and will put it in our sensory garden, to keep the birds away from our seeds!
	We will look at Illustrators as Artists through the story of the Very Hungry Caterpillar by Eric Carle.  We will explore ways of replicating his art to make our own caterpillars which will be displayed on our jointly created display. 

We will explore our own features to create a painting of ourselves, which will be displayed in our new Reception Classroom. 

As we look closely at butterflies, we will notice the patterns on their wings and talk about symmetry. We will make our own butterfly pictures using symmetry art – painting and folding. 

We will use our movement to music sessions to think about the way caterpillars and butterflies move; we will create our own dances, to incorporate the moves. 
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	We will experience colour and learn colour names throughout the year, through direct teaching and through our art, mark making, sorting activities and through self and joint exploration.
We will have access to a range of art and junk modelling resources throughout the year. These will be enhanced to support interests and themes and will be added to, to support progression in model making. Joining techniques will be taught and supported and resources and tools will be provided to equip support children to develop their joining skills.
